You always hear this Korean word, mostly in Kpop songs. In addition, Koreans are polite, especially the youngsters. —“mul” (water)—This is the most commonly used noun in South Korea, as you
probably hear in many K-dramas when drinking soju or eating moekbang. —“bap” (rice) —It’s not only the Philippines and Japan who love to eat rice, but also Korea.
