Note: This was done on the US website, your website based on your location may be a bit different. This is the main FedEx page on upper right hand
corner of the page there should be the option to login, but if you are already logged in you can just click on the FedEx icon to take you to the homepage. From the homepage after youve logged in, click on the dropdown next to Shipping in the top tab, then click on Create a Shipment. If you dont see the page above or if your page looks different, you might be on the FedEx Ship ManagerLite in that case youll need to switch back to the Advanced Shipping page by clicking on the button outlined below. Whew. Weve finally gotten to the point where we can see our old shipments and the tracking numbers associated with them. You can also perform certain post-ship related actions like reprinting the label, getting your customs documents ready, and a handful of other options that I highlighted in red above. First a first time FedEx user such as myself, it was pretty confusing figuring out where everything was. I can imagine this confuses other people too, so if you found this helpful at all leave me a comment below maybe we can start a nice petition for FedEx to
spruce up their website a bit and overhaul the user experience, because I know there has to be some people that struggled other than just me. I am deeply dissatisfied with this app. I am awaiting a package that is already overdue, and despite being enrolled in Delivery Manager, the filters box fails to display the package. However, it is visible under view all. The app is also excessively slow and prone to lagging. The tracking information is inadequate, as FedEx seems to update it only once a day, unlike their competitors who provide constant
updates, including live tracking of the drivers location. I received a delivery exception notification, but it was unhelpfully vague, offering no explanation for the exception. I had to contact FedEx to learn that the real reason was due to increased package volume and the local delivery office needing the package for inventory, which contradicted the apps message that it was out for delivery. This essentially meant that the package was still being processed. Additionally, attempting to initiate a vacation hold through the app results in an error. The previous design
was far superior. It is ironic that FedEx customer support insisted I use the app for the latest information, given its numerous failures. Another frustrating aspect is that if you change delivery notifications to SMS, the app persistently prompts you to switch to push notifications. Unlike their competitors, FedEx is unable to support both SMS and push notifications, allowing only one type. Overall, this has been a highly disappointing experience for the customer.
